5.1
Citizen’s Comments


Evan Kerr, 110 Fairfield

· Said she is very pleased with the visual improvements she has noticed at City Hall. The colors are very refreshing and said she just noticed the Citizen of the Year/Employee of the Year plaques in the foyer today. Commented on the photographs taken and donated to the City by one of our citizens (Richard Bricker) who takes pictures of the Oyster Industry along Galveston Bay and then prints them on canvass so they appear to be paintings. .

· Suggested that we should bring back the historical exhibit of Shoreacres that Ross Griffey did for a school project. She said it enhanced the appearance of the foyer.

Tracy Revak, 214 Shoreacres Blvd.

· Asked that the Council consider allowing the Old Fire Station to be used as a

Community Building. Said the Parks Board could have their meetings there and said Pack 930 (Cub Scouts) is currently considering having an indoor garage sale. Suggested that the City have a city-wide garage sale in the building. 

· Asked if Pack 930 could sell a few items such as watermelon, hot dogs, water or other beverages on the waterfront on the Fourth of July. They volunteered to return the following day to clean up the area.

· Said that the Annual BBQ has been moved to the third week in September due to some schedule conflicts with some of the participants. 

· Said the Civic Association will also begin an “Adopt an Esplanade” program. 

· Asked if we could change the size of the mulcher to mulch in smaller pieces.

· Said that if all the parks names could be agreed upon and the signs for the parks ordered at the same time, the City would receive a 5% discount.

· Said a citizen asked him if there is any planned construction in the future of

curbs and gutters throughout the city. Mayor Edmonson replied that it would be prohibitively expensive.


Mayor Edmonson

· Reported that the Bond streets were supposed to be on the County’s agenda tomorrow 

but would not be because the County wants the water line on the south side of Baywood be moved at a cost of $176,000.00 to the City. She will be writing a letter stating that the City will stand responsible for replacing the water line if need be and will indemnify a contractor for any damages to our water line, rather than having the County replace the line..                  

· Said the contractor is beginning work on June 1st on the 50/50 joint venture streets (Fairfield, Westview, Seagrove, Brookside, and the unpaved part of Shadylawn). 

· Said most of the ditch work that has been approved has been completed. Donmar has 
billed us on what has been completed. The Public Works Director will reconcile the approvals and expenditures to see what was approved and how much is left. There may be some changes to be considered, possibly by substituting a few different ditches than what were in the original plan. 

· Said the City will be replacing a 15 inch pipe with a 24 inch pipe that’s underneath


Shadylawn at Southbrook.

· Said the re-paving of E. Bayou is finished but a little more ditch contouring is needed 

                   before the contractor will be paid for the job.

· Mayor Edmonson informed Council that she be would out of the country for the next 


few days in Costa Rica.

Consider/Approve Expenditure of Up To $1000 for the Purchase and Installation of Letters Mounted to the Red Brick Wall. Tracy Revak, President of the Shoreacres Civic Association, showed Mayor and Council the letters they wished to use for the wall. Discussion followed and Council decided for it to read “City of Shoreacres” with 15-17 inch letters in white marine base top coat. A volunteer will be used to put up the letters and the funds will be used from the Capital Parks Account. Motion was made to approve this expenditure by Alderman Gomer and seconded by Alderman Ellis.

Discuss/Take Action on Financial Report as of March 31, 2004. She said cities are forbidden by State law to collect interest on these deposits. The Mayor said two new items to the report are the Quarterly Fuel Usage Report and the Quarterly Capital Budget Report. Alderman Washington asked if more after hour incidences was the cause for the overtime in the Public Works Department. Motion was made by Alderman Blanchard and seconded by Alderman Gomer to approve the Financial Report.

Consider/Approve Ordinance Number 2004-16, an Ordinance Adopting a New Single Family Mortgage Revenue Bond Program. Mayor Edmonson said that as a City in Harris County we are part of the SETH (Southeast Texas Housing Financial Corporation) program. In order for them to issue new programs, a certain percentage of members have to vote for them. There is no cost to the City for participating in this program.
