Citizen’s Comments

· Asked about the relocation of a stop sign at the corner of Miramar and Forest.

· Presented Council with an invitation to a Land for Public Trust Meeting that she would be unable to attend. Mayor Edmonson said the Council has a budget workshop that night so they would be unable to attend as well but that Tracy Revak may attend.

O. W. Schaffer, 505 Shadylawn

· Asked that the generator be checked to be sure it is in good operating condition.

· Asked what happened to the wrecked patrol car in the parking lot of City Hall. Mayor Edmonson said that Officer Newman hydroplaned on Bay Area Boulevard and hit a tree on the median. She said the Officer was okay but the car is totaled.

3.1
Council Reports/General Discussion


Alderman Gomer

· Commented on an old telephone pole in his back yard that used to hold a transformer and said that residents needed to know that the easements in the back yards were their property and should be maintained. 
Alderman Ellis

· Said CLEMC appointed Roy Hunter as the new Chief of Operations. 

Alderman Blanchard

· Said the last Economics Development Committee meeting of the La Porte-Bayshore Chamber of Commerce was canceled. He said he did prepare a timeline flow chart to present to them at the next meeting on September 9, 2004. 


Nancy Edmonson 

· Said a new Harris County Flood Map has been released with very few changes to Shoreacres. She told citizens they could view it at www.tsarp.org 

· Was unsure if the pulling of all the wires for the ball-field lights were finished at Circle Park.

·  Said the dirt was spread at Circle Park and several citizens met there Sunday to pick trash out of the dirt. She said that although it was level, it still was not smooth due to lumps in the dirt and hopefully by Thursday or Friday, Eloy can roll it with a compactor to smooth it out. Said that backstops would be put up as soon as the rolling is done. 

· Mayor Edmonson said Circle Park was seeded with Bermuda grass but Alderman Gomer said Rye grass would have grown faster. Mayor Edmonson said she thought Bermuda grass would last longer.  

3.2
Review/Discuss Review/Take Action on Public Works Report and Parks and Recreation Board. 

· A Public Works Report was submitted hereto as attachment “B”.

· Alderman Revak asked if Eloy Gonzalez, the Director of Public Works, reviewed the report and verified the hours. Mayor Edmonson said that any help she could get from Alderman Revak on making the report work for the City would be helpful.

· Dianne Victor of the Parks and Recreation Board said the board did not meet but that the new picnic tables for Circle Park were ordered. 

· Said the next meeting of the Parks and Recreation Board would be September 21, 2004.

NEW BUSINESS

4.1
Consider/Approve Ordinance Number 2004-28, An Agreement with Clear Lake Emergency Medical Corps to Provide Emergency Medical Care and Transportation for the Sick and Injured within the City of Shoreacres. Mayor Edmonson commented on the clause in the ordinance that states a response time goal of 9 minutes 59 seconds for 90% of the calls. She said other City’s wanted the response time in the contract and, although CLEMC does not currently comply with the response time, it is a projected goal to be in effect by June 1, 2007. She said that this time is how long it would take CLEMC to get from the Kemah location to the very edge of Shoreacres (the Houston Yacht Club) and is also the maximum response time recommended by EMS experts. Alderman Revak asked why we would not achieve this response time until 2007. Mayor Edmonson said that CLEMC hoped to achieve this response time when the new fire station in Seabrook at Hwy. 146 and Red Bluff is constructed. She said that CLEMC would likely have a location at that station after construction. Alderman Gomer said that EMS response time is a regional problem. Alderman Revak said all the patrol cars having a defibrillator in it and the officers would generally be the first responder. Mayor Edmonson said that the officers are not certified EMTs but certainly can use the defibrillator. Moved by Alderman Washington and seconded by Alderman Ellis to approve Ordinance number 2004-28 as written.  


MOTION CARRIES BY UNANIMOUS CONSENT. 

4.2
Consider/Approve Ordinance Number 2004-29, A Sanitary Waste Transport Agreement with Bayshore Industrial. Mayor Edmonson said the company is in La Porte but La Porte does not have accessible sewer lines so the Shoreacres has been handling the company’s sewage. Alderman Revak asked if the City was paying less to Gulf Coast Waste to take the sewage than we are charging Bayshore Industrial and the Mayor said “yes”. Alderman Gomer questioned whether the random samples were being taken. The Mayor and City Secretary were unsure. Motion was made by Alderman Washington to table the ordinance. Motion dies for a lack of a second. Motion made by Alderman Revak and seconded by Alderman Ellis to approve Ordinance number 2004-29 as written but to verify that samples were being taken.  


MOTION CARRIES BY UNANIMOUS CONSENT. 

4.3
Discuss/Approve Expenditure up to $7,000 for Drainage and Jetting work in 500 and 600 blocks of Oakdale. Alderman Gomer asked if the funds were in the budget and Mayor Edmonson said that it is. The Mayor said that originally they did not think the ditches would need to be dug but now the Director thinks the Oakdale ditches should be dug from the Park to the Bayou. Moved by Alderman Gomer and seconded by Alderman Ellis to approve the expenditure.
