Ditches and storm sewers in our area go directly into Galveston Bay or its tributaries, so pouring waste oil and other hazardous materials on the ground or in storm sewers pollutes the bay.  Waste oil can be recycled right in front of the local hardware store, and pesticides, paints, and other materials can be disposed of at the annual hazardous waste disposal day at the University of Houston-Clear Lake.
