Even though all homes in town are now connected to the city system, many old septic tanks are still under backyards.  Rather than filling in old septic tanks, many were simply covered.  Please be aware of the potential danger—particularly to children--if the covers slip or the tank collapses.  If your home ever had a septic tank, please try to locate it and ensure that it is properly filled or covered.  Most septic tanks were located in the backyard behind the kitchen or rear bathroom.
